o Other clothing as you might need. 
o A sleeping bag and pillow. 
o Your personal hygiene items including towels, washcloths, soap, and

• You will be sleeping in South Hall, the girls' dorm at Immanuel, (phone number 
715-836-6631). If you have a room mate preference you should let me know. 
You can also do that by email at the above email address. The dorm will have 
supervisors. Our hope is that you will be so tired that you will only want to 
collapse in bed and sleep come the 10:00 bedtime. 

 
• When you arrive, you should report to the Commons, the large building attached 

to the gym, and look for the sign-in table. There you will receive your room 
assignment and t-shirt.
